I. CALL TO ORDER

1. The meeting was opened with the pledge of allegiance to the flag. 
2. The meeting was called to order November 14, 2022, at 8:00 a.m. Chairman, Richard Kriege called roll: Chairman, Richard Kriege, here; Vice-Chairman Bruce Hoover, here. Directors: Bill Jacobs, here; Max Terrell, yes; Gary Burd, yes; Steve Cole, yes. There is a quorum present, and the meeting may proceed. Let the records show that the regular scheduled meeting of Rural Water District #3 Washington County, OK was called to order at 8:00 AM at 17227 N 129th E Ave in Collinsville, Oklahoma. Notice of the meeting was posted on the front door and drive-up window of the district office on October 5, 2022, at 4:00 PM. Also present is Jerry Gammill, District Manager; Chad Pennington, Field Supervisor; Dona Lewis Recording Secretary, David Dollar, Water PAQ Engineering and other interested parties. This meeting will be conducted by the requirements of the Oklahoma Open Meeting Act. Only items on the agenda will be addressed. Anyone wishing to address the board must call the district’s office by Wednesday prior to the meeting date and have your name and the nature of your business placed on the agenda.
3. Correction, deletions or addition to the minutes of:

a. The Regular meeting of the October 10, 2022. Bruce Hoover made the motion to approve the minutes as written. Bill Jacobs seconded. Max Terrell, yes; Gary Burd, yes; Steve Cole, yes. Motion carried unanimous. 
4. Report of Secretary/Treasurer. Dona Lewis, in November we had 29 new taps and 69 transfers. We sold 14 new taps in October. Michelle Pack. RCB was offering 0.8% on CD’s
and First Bank of Owasso was 1.25 %. I received an email last week and they bumped it up to 1.8%. RCB said there are all kinds of things to offer to make money. When we started moving money they came up with all kinds of ideas. 1.8% in a money market. We moved 
$800,000.00 over three months and then a big amount of $2,767,000.00. 
5. Report of District Manager. Jerry Gammill, the report went out in the board packets. We delivered the THM and HAA’s the fourth quarter sample. The Tulsa County bridge project on
Memorial and Hwy 20. David has been working on the proposed realignment and came up with some cost. Chic-Fil-A, Chad and I met them on sight, and they are getting ready to start on that. They have a fire meter and Wednesday night they will have to cut in a T and place some valving so the fire meter can be installed. Dun-Rite Roofing is on the agenda for preliminary approval. Criterion, we have received all the paperwork except the easement. Casa Del Mar delivered a big stack of plans and paperwork this morning. Cooper Crossing 
Extended IV we have been working on the submittals and they were approved on the November 9, 2022. Red Hawk Hill we have received some paperwork and waiting on a few things. The Dollar General on 86th and Yale, they have accomplished all their paperwork and
we set services. They did end up doing a lot split, so it was not a full-blown development. Morrow Commercial we talked to one of the representatives and they sent some information. 

It is down on the south side of our Morrow Pump Station between Morrow Pump Station and TTCU on the corner of 116th ST N and 129th E Ave. It circles around the backside of the coffee shop and back over to 116th St N. We did purchase a Chevy Traverse SUV and a 1-ton flatbed 4-wheel drive pickup.
a. Field Manager. Chad Pennington reports 7 field audit, 1 change out meter, 1 replaced can, 0 dirt work, 4 drop-in, 0 flush lines, 0 forfeit, 12 leaks, 2 replaced lids, 1 lower can, 39 MXU installed to be radio reads, 0 checked pressure, 0 raise can, 0 get current reading, 3 radio read, 1 replaced setter, 1 shut off, 18 new taps, 9 miscellaneous, 0 zero usage. 100 work orders completed. 48 locked meters. 
b. Office Manager. Dona, we issued 141 work orders in October. Mac’s BBQ for the Christmas party on Friday December 16, 2022, at noon.

7. Report of Engineer. David Dollar. Developments I worked on Cooper Crossing Extended IV, North Commerce, Dollar General, 86TH & Yale, Casa Del Mar, Chic-fil-A, Dun-rite Roofing, Morrow Place Phase III. I also worked on the Owasso project down on 116th St N on a water realignment just west of the fire station. I assisted in preparing a Roger’s County Road bore permit. I’ve planned a profile for a relocation of 12” waterline. It’s only about 300’of 12” waterline through this creek. I did an estimate of $49,500.00. I sent the drawings off to preconstruction to give us a quote. Their price was $49,300.00.

Phase I. We required an easement on the south side, a 20 x 20 easement so 
     we can execute this crossing better. So, we have a crossing under Hwy 20 and come   

     back through and we will extend that 12” line and loop it back. We will have a 6” 

     meter for fire services and from there we will have individual 1” meters to service 

     all additional projects from that project. The first Phase of this project there is a 
     building on the southeast side, which will be the Dun-rite Roofing. The same owner 
     will own the whole piece of property. There are six potential meters and the 
     fire meter. Steve Cole made a motion to approve. Max Terrell seconded. Bruce

If you do it where the 
           district takes care of that then the income is a wash. And you set up rules that meals can’t 

           exceed $40.00 for an example. We need a form or something for the expenses. We don’t 
           want mileage or expenses showing up on a 1099 for employees and Board Members.
